Transitioning into “The Cottages” and a new model of care
includes the dedication of over one hundred hours of training to
prepare individuals for the newly created position of Elder
Sharath.  Currently, twenty-two Elder Sharaths are participating
in ten training modules that have been developed to equip them
with the life skills necessary to build and maintain a healthy
home and to function as part of a self managed team.

Sometimes referred to as “universal” health care workers, the
Sharaths’ responsibilities include nursing and personal care,
meal planning and preparation, light housekeeping, home
maintenance, activity coordination, budgeting and record
keeping.  The new model stresses the importance of keeping all
decision making as close to the elder as possible. Sharaths will
work with the elders, their families, co-workers, medical staff,
visitors and volunteers to meet the elder’s needs within an
environment of hope, dignity and love.

Training Modules Include:
• Team Building
• Eden and Cottage Philosophy
• Leadership
• Elder Care
• Self Managed Work Teams
• Operations
• Household Management
• Culinary Skills

Elder Sharath, Angie Stai Dunn says, “The training is like a
ladder.  I have been amazed at how connected the sessions are.
You learn to rely on team members and learn to listen and
understand the elder’s point of view so they can have a better
quality of life.”

A recent advancement in medical
technology includes the BladderScan
6400; a hand held, portable, ultra sonic
instrument that “non-invasively” measures
bladder volume. By facilitating accurate,
immediate bladder-volume readings, the
instrument helps to reduce incontinent
incidents and related costs. Additionally,
results from the BladderScan are used to
establish bladder retraining programs.
Most importantly, the innovation offers
another way to assist residents while
preserving their self-esteem.
